- Certificate issued by a partner ACP institution stating a brief job description of the candidate (only applies
to Staff candidates)

- Certificate of Language skills (if requested by the host institution)

- Declaration of honor regarding eligibility

The application form is available from the 15th October 2011 until January 2012 at the
Partnership’s website.

It is highly recommend the early organisation of all required documents, so as to make the
application process as simple and efficient as possible.
