Terms and Conditions for MSc Scientific Research Grants

RISE-AFNNET will support research projects under the following terms and conditions:

1. RISE-AFNNET STRICTLY supports research relevant to the Natural Products sector.

2. The title and objectives of the research shall not be changed without approval from RISE-AFNNET.

3. The method of study must follow closely that which was approved by the Higher Degrees Committee of the applicant’s College and the recipient must work diligently to complete the study in good time.

4. Research is expected to start by 1st 15th May 2014 following the award.  Any delay in commencement of the research must be agreed in advance by the RISE-AFNNET Scientific Advisory Committee.    

5. Extension to the duration of a full project, at no additional cost to RISE-AFNNET, may be approved in special circumstances. Requests, with reason(s), for such extension for a specified period must be sent to RISE-AFNNET in writing at least 2 months before the due completion date for the research project, and are not valid until confirmed in writing by RISE-AFNNET.
6. Progress reports, using the approved form (availed to successful applicants), must be submitted by the student every 6 months.  
7. RISE-AFNNET will not be liable for tuition fees or other fees, and will not provide funds outside research except in circumstances of dissemination / publication.

8. Publication of results is normally required and RISE-AFNNET asks for prior sight of any proposed publication.  Appropriate recognition of AFNNET funders is required in all publications and presentations. 
9. All equipment purchased with a grant remains the property of the College / Department where the student is registered except in circumstances where the Department and student reach an agreement and notify RISE-AFNNET.  

10. Representatives of RISE-AFNNET may visit the grant recipient at any time during the study but will give reasonable notice of their intent.

11. The total agreed amount of the grant will be paid in two instalments (50% upon commencement, 50% upon receipt of a satisfactory progress report)
12. The above rules and regulations may be amended from time to time with prior notice.

13. The above rules and regulations shall appear in the agreement between RISE-AFNNET and the successful applicant; failure to comply or make satisfactory progress with the study may mean withdrawal of the grant, refunds and may prejudice future applications.
