BARAGEINE Justus Kafunjo

Genital fistula among Ugandan 
women: risk factors, treatment 
outcomes, and experiences of 
patients and spouses

Barageine’s research focused on 
genital fistula with emphasis on risk 
factors for obstetric fistula, treatment 
outcomes, and experiences of 
patients and spouses. Short stature, 
big baby, prolonged labour and 
injury by unskilled officers during 
caesarean section were risk factors 
for fistula in western Uganda. He 
also found that early discharge three 
days after fistula surgery was safe, 
acceptable and did not increase 
the risk of complications when 
compared with routine late discharge 
after 14 days, with cost reduction 
implications to patients and hospitals. 
Qualitatively, affected women 
were lonely, isolated, stigmatised, 
depressed, and sexually challenged. 
The male spouses of women with 
fistula suffered sexual and financial 
problems but also felt small within a 
dominant masculine hegemony. The 
findings have policy, programmes 
and practice implications in Uganda 
and in the global campaign to end 
fistula. This research was funded by 
Makerere-Sida Bilateral Programme 
under The Makerere University and 
Karolinska Institute Collaboration.

Chronic alcohol exposure by HIV-
infected patients on antiretroviral 
drugs regimen (d4T/3TC/NVP) in 
Uganda: a study of therapeutic 
window and their therapeutic 

responses

Bbosa S. Godfrey investigated 
effects of chronic alcohol use by 
HIV-infected patients on therapeutic 
windows of stavudine (d4T), 
lamivudine (3TC) and nevirapine 
(NVP) and their treatment outcomes 
during 9 months of follow up. 
Ethanol and its metabolites 
influences epigenetic mechanisms, 
drug metabolizing enzymes and 
transporters that may affect the 
dosed plasma drug concentrations 
and their half-lives. Most patients 
in study had normal plasma ranges 
of NVP while d4T and 3TC plasma 
levels were higher. Some patients 
had undetectable d4T and NVP 
plasma levels despite having 
adherence rate of ≥95 %. Patients 
with high viral load were observed 
in alcohol group as compared to 
controls in both WHO AUDIT tool 
and alcohol biomarkers groups. 
Mean CD4+ cell counts were lower 
and mean AST, ALT and AST/ALT 
levels were slightly higher in alcohol 
use group. Mean RBC, Hct, HGB, 
MCHC, WBC and differential count in 
both control and chronic alcohol use 
groups were within normal reference 
ranges though lower in alcohol 
group. The work was supervised 
by Prof. Jasper Ogwal-Okeng, Prof.

Strategies for Improved 
Uptake of Mass Treatment for 
Schistosomiasis Control among 
School Children in Uganda

Muhumuza examined the uptake 
levels of mass treatment for the 
control of Schistosomiasis (bilharzia) 
among school children in south-
eastern Uganda and evaluated 
strategies for improved uptake. In 

his study, he established that uptake 
of mass treatment with praziquantel 
was unacceptably low because of 
the beliefs and attitudes towards 
schistosomiasis treatment and the 
fear of side-effects of praziquantel 
especially when the drug is taken 
on an empty stomach. In his trial, Dr. 
Muhumuza revealed that provision 
of a pre-treatment snack combined 
with education messages did not 
only increase uptake of treatment 
but also significantly reduced the 
prevalence of infection and the side-
effects of the drug.

MWAKA Amos Deogratius

Barriers of early diagnosis and 
treatment of cervical cancer in 
Uganda: Evidence from studies on 
cervical awareness and pathways 
to diagnosis and treatment

Mwaka Amos Deogratius 
investigated factors that contribute 
to late diagnosis of cervical cancer 
in northern Uganda. Some of these 
factors were; communities’ potentially 
harmful perceptions and beliefs 
about causes of cancers; women’s 
misattributions of cancer symptoms 
to other common illnesses; perceived 
challenges to health seeking; and 
beliefs in superiority of traditional 
medicines. Dr. Mwaka’s research 
revealed that older women, women 
who are not married and those 
from poor background were more 
likely to be diagnosed in late stage. 
His work provides valuable data to 
guide policymakers in developing 
targeted interventions to promote 
prompt symptom recognition and 
care-seeking for cancers. He was 
supervised by Prof. Henry Wabinga, 
Dr. Elizeus Rutebemberwa and Dr. 
Kiguli Juliet. Funding was provided 
by THRIVE/WELLCOME TRUST.

NANTANDA Rebecca (Ms)
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Asthma and Acute Lower 
Respiratory Tract Infection in 
Under-fives in Uganda: Magnitude, 
Diagnosis and Outcomes

Nantanda examined the burden, 
diagnosis and outcomes of asthma 
and acute lower respiratory tract 
infections among children less 
than five years of age presenting 
to Mulago hospital with cough and 
difficult breathing.  She established 
that almost half of these children 
have asthma. The majority (95%) of 
children with asthma were diagnosed 
as pneumonia. Compared to the 
children with pneumonia, children 
with asthma were less likely to die. 
She also developed a simple tool 
based on symptoms alone that can 
be used to screen for asthma in 
young children. This study provides 
important information for increasing 
awareness about childhood asthma 
among clinicians and policy makers, 
and also suggests ways of improving 
on identifying children with asthma.

Dr Juliet Ndibazza investigated 
the association between helminth 
infections and deworming, and 
childhood malaria. Her research 
revealed that helminth infections in 
pregnancy had a harmful effect on 
malaria in the offspring; and that 
regular deworming in childhood may 
be beneficial for malaria. Her work 
provides valuable information for 
malaria control especially in areas 
where helminths and malaria are co-
endemic. This study was supervised

Evaluation of New Tests for 
Improved Diagnosis and 
Treatment of TB in HIV Patients in 
Uganda

HIV is the strongest risk factor 
for developing disease from 
tuberculosis (TB) in individuals 
infected with the TB germ. The 
traditional method for TB diagnosis 
in Uganda is examination of sputum 
using a microscope (TB microscopy), 
a method that misses more than 
half of patients with TB-especially 
in those who are HIV-positive. 
New tests that rely on detection 
of the DNA of the TB germ or its 
rapid growth in the laboratory were 
developed to replace TB microscopy 
and improve TB diagnosis. This 
study was to demonstrate the 
superiority of the new tests over 
microscopy in regard to diagnostic 
accuracy, cost-effectiveness, and 
effect on patient treatment, before 
they could be adopted in Uganda. 
The study found that the new tests 
identified a substantial number of 
additional TB patients that were 
missed by microscopy, the tests 
were cost-effective in the Ugandan 
setting, and they saved HIV patients 
from un-necessary TB treatment. 
From the findings of this study, and 
together with evidence from other 
countries, the Uganda National TB 
Programme has adopted the DNA-
based TB test commonly known as 
GeneXpert and is being scaled-up in 
all health facilities. There is evidence 
that use of GeneXpert improves TB 
care among HIV patients through 
laboratory confirmed diagnosis of 
TB before initiation of treatment that 
lasts 6-8 months.  This research 
was supervised by Prof. Moses 
Joloba, Dr. Freddie Bwanga, Dr.

Phenotypes and Microevolution 
of Mycobacterium tuberculosis 
Uganda Family

In Uganda, Mycobacterium 
tuberculosis complex (MTBC) 
Uganda family “tribe” is responsible 
for majority (70%) of tuberculosis 
(TB) cases. Therefore, this study 
sought to understand why MTB 
Uganda family is dominant using 
a well characterized cohort. To 
accurately identify MTBC, a novel 
high throughput MTBC genotyping 
tool was developed for the first 
time; the assay revealed 3 dominant 
MTBC genotypes circulating in 
Uganda for the last 18 years. 
However, the long-term success of 
MTB Uganda family is not due to 
increased virulence or transmission. 
Furthermore, HIV has no impact 
on the diversity of MTB Uganda 
family, BUT HIV/TB co-infected 
patients’ plays minimal role in TB 
transmission. This study supervised 
by Prof. Moses L Joloba, Prof. W.

Access to health care for 
predominantly pastoral 
communities adjacent to Lake 
Mburo National Park in Kiruhura 
District, Uganda: A case of 
Brucellosis management 
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Catherine Kansiime investigated 
access to health care and community 
perceptions on integrated human and 
animal services in the management 
of brucellosis. This was to inform 
the designing of effective control 
strategies. Brucellosis being a 
zoonotic disease (transmitted 
from animals to humans) of Public 
health, veterinary, and economic 
significance, there is need to 
recognize that animal and human 
health are closely linked. Therefore, 
this PhD work revealed a need 
for improved access to diagnostic 
and treatment of the disease as 
well as collaboration between 
the public health, veterinary and 
wildlife sectors, communities and 
related government sectors to 
provide integrated services in the 
management of brucellosis.

Safety of Medical Male 
Circumcision, Virological 
Response and Wound Healing 
Among HIV-Infected and 
Uninfected Circumcised Males in 
Rakai

Godfrey Kigozi’s research assessed 
the safety of male medical 
circumcision, virological response 
and wound healing among HIV 
infected and uninfected men in 
Rakai in order to guide programs 
on provision of safe male medical 
circumcision to men with low CD4 
counts. Safety, as assessed by 
severe and moderate adverse 
events rates, and wound healing 
among HIV-positive men were 
similar to those among HIV 
negative men. In addition, medical 
male circumcision surgery does 
not increase HIV viral load in the 
immediate postoperative period 
as had earlier been hypothesized. 

The findings indicate that medical 
male circumcision may be safely 
rolled out without necessitating pre-
surgery CD4 counts determination 
and worrying about postoperative 
delayed. This study was supervised 
by Prof. Fred Wabwire Mangen, 
Dr. Noah Kiwanuka, Dr. Alex Opio.

Epidemiology of Human 
Immunodeficiency Virus (HIV-1) 
and Schistosoma mansoni co-
infection and its Impact on 
Praziquantel Treatment Outcome 
Among HIV-1 Infected Individuals 
in fFshing Communities in 
Mwanza Region, North-Western 
Tanzania

Evidence suggests that intestinal 
schistosomiasis and HIV-1 infections 
interacts in causing health effects 
in co-infected individuals, with HIV 
infection associated with treatment 
failure of intestinal schistosomiasis 
efficacy; resulting in negative 
implication on health. Dr. Mazigo 
investigated, the co-occurrences 
of S. mansoni and HIV-1, their 
immunological interactions, assess 
the effects of praziquantel on HIV-1 
markers (viral loads and CD4+ cells) 
and the effects of HIV-1 co-infection 
on praziquantel treatment outcomes 
among Schistosoma mansoni 
infected individuals co-infected with 
HIV-1 or not. The overall results 
indicate that HIV infection had no 
effect on development of intestinal 
schistosomiasis related health 
consequence, on the effects of anti-
schistosomiasis treatment to clear 
S. mansoni infection and reversibility 
of hepatosplenic morbidity. Also, 
the anti-intestinal schistosomiasis 
treatment had no effect on the level 
of immunity (measured in terms of 
the CD4+ levels) and on reduction 

of the HIV particle levels in blood 
in infected individuals. These 
results suggested that the anti-
intestinal (praziquantel treatment) 
schistosomiasis can continue to be 
used in mass drug administration 
in areas were co-infection of HIV 
and intestinal schistosomiasis does 
occur especially in adult individuals.

A community based intervention 
to improve the health and survival 
of low birth weight babies in 
Iganga/Mayuge Health and 
Demographic Surveillance Site, 
Uganda

Dr. Nabiwemba’s research focused 
on identification of low birth weight 
in the community and improving 
mother’s newborn home care 
practices. The study aimed to 
determine an anthropometric 
surrogate for screening low birth 
weight in the community and to 
assess the effect of home visits 
on newborn home care practices 
for low birth weight babies. The 
study revealed that foot length can 
accurately identify low birth weight 
and a foot measuring card was 
developed to be used by community 
health workers. Pre and postnatal 
home visits with focused health 
promotion messages delivered 
by community health workers led 
to improved newborn home care 
practices of mothers and reduced 
incidence of co-morbidities during 
the neonatal period. Home visits 
should be promoted for all mothers 
in order to save newborns. This 
study was supervised by Prof.

NAKIGOZI Gertrude (Ms)

Non-enrolment in and non-
adherence to HIV care in a 
community-based program, in 
Rakai, Uganda

Nakigozi’s research on non-
enrolment in and non-adherence 
to HIV care in a community-based 
program, in Rakai, Uganda was 
based on the ground that improving 
the outcomes of HIV/AIDS treatment 
programs in resource-limited 
settings required successful linkage 
of HIV infected patients to pre-
ART care and retention in pre-ART 
care until initiation of antiretroviral 
therapy. The study assessed entry 
into care of HIV positive persons 
after receipt of positive HIV results 
and referral for free HIV services. 
Barriers to utilization of HIV care 
were assessed among HIV positives 
who had never entered into care. 
She further assessed the impact 
of patient-selected buddies on HIV 
disease progression, adherence 
to clinic appointments and conduct 
of activities of daily life among HIV 
positive patients in care, but not 
yet receiving antiretroviral therapy. 
In Rakai, nearly a third of newly 
diagnosed HIV+ persons had not 
enrolled into HIV care six months 
after referral into free HIV care 
services. Being male, young, living 
alone or having a high CD4 was 
associated with non-enrolment into 
care. Stigma, fear of side effects 
and absence of AIDS symptoms 
were important barriers to enrolment 
into care. Care buddies improved 
conduct of daily life of the HIV 
infected patients but had no effect 
on HIV disease progression and 
clinic appointment adherence. 
This study suggested a need for 
interventions to ensure timely 
linkage into and retention of HIV 
positive persons in HIV care. The 
supervisors and doctoral committee 

are acknowledged for their input 
and mentorship, and Fogarty and 
the Africa Doctoral Dissertation 
fellowship for financial support.

Mr. Musenze Ibrahim Abaasi 
examined how Quality 
Service Delivery in Uganda’s 
Local Governments can be 
enhanced through co-ordination, 
communication, and total quality 
management. Based on a sample 
of 302 Local Governments, this 
study established that 48 percent 
of the total variance in quality 
service delivery in Uganda’s Local 
Governments is explained by co-
ordination, communication, and total 
quality management. It also found 
total quality management as an 
alternative route of communication 
to quality service delivery and that 
there is a multiplicative effect of 
co-ordination and communication 
on quality service delivery in 
Uganda’s Local Governments.  
It is recommended that keen 
attention be placed on co-ordination 
communication and total quality 
management for purposes of quality 
service delivery improvement. The 
study was sponsored by Belgian 
Technical Co-operation (BTC) and 
supervised by Prof. J. C. Munene, 
Prof. Joseph Ntayi and Prof.
